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Daniel Chi was born in Seoul, South Korea on March 4, 1971. He is the

" of three children, the dreaded middle child. He spent the first six years
of his life in Korea and then immigrated to the United States with his
family in 1977. His early years in the states were spent residing in lllinois,
Kansas, and Connecticut. It was just before his senior year in high school
that he was born again at a retreat that he been forced to attend. After
graduating from high school, Daniel attended the University of Vermont,
majoring in Premedical Engineering. The initial plan was to one day
become a tent making missionary overseas — serving as an engineer or
medical professional. During the summer following his college
graduation, Daniel’s sister Sandra was killed in an automobile accident
and he returned his parents’ home to spend the following year seeking
out the Lord’s will.

Veronica when he was serving as a guest speaker at an elementary
student retreat. After a couple years of fervent praying, the Lord
graciously brought them together and they were married in 1999, shortly
after his graduation from seminary and just before Y2K. They have since
ministered together in churches in various states throughout the country
and have also been blessed with three healthy and rambunctious boys -
Isaiah, Elijah, and Nathaniel. As they were ending their ministry at their
church, he was introduced to OCM Grace Church by a close and trusted

friend who asked him to consider the possibility of serving in this ministry.

After candidating for a month, both the church and Daniel felt convicted
to partner together for the gospel.

Daniel likes all kinds of sports, though he is a much better observer than
participant. As he ages, golf is becoming more and more to his liking. He
likes food, both high quality and high quantity. He loves to laugh and tries
to avoid the presence of very grumpy people.
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
